Experiential/Clinical Component Requirements - The Apprentice Medical Scribe Professional (AMSP) credential is awarded to a candidate who successfully passes the Medical Scribe
certification exam and possesses less than 200 hours of documented front-line, on-the-job medical scribe experience.

CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECKS AND DRUG SCREENING POLICY:
