Additionally, you will participate in a
160-hour Externship at a pharmacy, furthering your skills by applying what
you've learned through the online pharmacy technician training program in a

real-world environment.

The combination of MedCerts online courses and the 160-hour externship
will prepare you to pass the Pharmacy Technician Certification Examination
(PTCE), administered by the Pharmacy Technician Certification Board
(PTCB), and earn national recognition as a CPhT (Certified Pharmacy
Technician). With your Certified Pharmacy Technician Professional training,
you'll be qualified for career opportunities like Pharmacy Technician, Infusion
Compliance Specialist,

Technician, Pharmacy Technology Specialist,

Inpatient Technician, Pharmaceutical Sales and others.
